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Design Constraints

The requirements of historic and cultural preservation, utilities consolidation and
structural inspection, as well as service and maintenance needs all provide a set of
constraints that guide and inform the final design outcome. Below is a summary
of key considerations being factored in the design development process.
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NHPA Section 106

The historic Aqueduct and Broad
Street Bridge are considered a
single resource on the national
registry of historic buildings

and structures. Any changes to
the existing condition of both
may be considered to have an
Adverse Effect and requires the
involvement and guidance of the
National Historic Preservation Act
(NHPA).

Graffiti Art

The historic value of the Aqueduct
is not limited to its physical arches
and structural elements but
extends to the revolving gallery of
graffiti art found throughout the
subway tunnel level. The world-
renowned Rochester style of
graffiti is practiced and maintained
by a rich and diverse community
of artists.

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Concept Studies Overview

The project principles and objectives, as well as the technical and operational constraints of the project site, create a set of boundaries for what a final design of the
Aqgueduct might look like. Working along these boundaries, the design team has identified five distinct concept studies that vary in levels of openness and visibility,
spatial variety for future programming, access and connectivity across and down the river, durability, preservation of arches and art, and impact on regular operations
and maintenance needs. All five concept studies, and the design iterations that could evolve from them, deliver on the city’s objectives of creating a pedestrianized,
accessible, and safe open public space at the heart of downtown Rochester.
